Have you ever wondered why Mary 
travelled to visit Elizabeth? At first it is 
the excitement that comes through. 
Caught up in her wonderment at being 
pregnant and the news that her cousin 
is also expecting, Mary hurries off as 
quickly as she can. Perhaps the journey 
gives her time to reflect on everything 
that is happening. The precious moment 
when Elizabeth greets her is a lovely 
glimpse of the close friendship between 
the two women.
