The Seven Last Words of Christ on the Cross 

5. ‘I thirst.’ (John 19:28)  

Reflection Right at the beginning of John’s Gospel, Jesus met the Samaritan woman 

at the   well and he said to her, ‘Give me water’. At the beginning and the end of the 
story Jesus asks us to satisfy his thirst. This is how God come to us, in a thirsty person 
wanting something that we have to give. God’s relationship with creation is entirely 
that of gift. 

Reflection Jesus stands there alone. His friends have vanished.  He has nothing but 

the  worn clothes that he wears.  Yet that austerity is his strength.  This is a different 
kind of  austerity to the political one.  It is that mark of simplicity, of rejection of  
extravagance,  of harmony   with the natural world, of fixing on the values which  
endure and which free us form the pressures to conformity, to fashion, to what is 
empty, and above all free us to   service and to feel compassion for others and to 
transform that compassion into a way of life and into a  society which really cares. 

Silent Prayer  

Gracious God, we unite our anxieties and our sense of abandonment with the lonely 
pain of Christ on the cross. Be with those who feel deserted and alone today. We ask 
this in the spirit, through Christ, our Lord. Amen.

Reflection  Despite our best resolutions we slip into old ways 
when faced with temptation and provocation. As we reflect on 
Jesus falling for the second time we stop a moment and take stock

Eighth Station - Jesus Speaks to the Women of  
Jerusalem 

Reflection  These women remind us of the common humanity in 
which we all share. 'Weep not for me,' Jesus said, 'but for your-
selves and for your children.'
