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Season of Creation –              
September 1 st to October 4th  

Matthew chapter 18 is 
concerned with how the 
early Christian community 
might live  together in 
harmony. It reminds us 
that the church should be 
a place where the least are 
considered the greatest 

and the last first; where we look out for the 
most vulnerable, where we are accountable 
to one another and forgive each other. In 
today’s text, Jesus sets out a vision for his 
followers concerning disputes within the 
community. The process he lays out is a    
respectful one and it is also realistic, because 
some people will not respond to this advice. 
The teaching reminds us that as church, we 
belong to one another, sisters and brothers, 
one body (1 Cor 12).  

As we celebrate this beautiful Season of   
Creation, this is an appropriate text, for it 
invites us to reflect on how we are called to 
live in harmony. The realities of the ecologi-
cal crises our world faces today highlights the 
great disharmony which exists between   
humanity and God’s creation. We are not 

living in right relation-
ship with the natural 
world nor with our   
sisters and brothers 
who are suffering the 
most from the climate 
and biodiversity crises. 
We are not living in right   
relationship with young 

people who are now growing up for “we may 
well be   leaving to coming  generations,  
debris, desolation and filth” (Laudato Si’, 
161). Pope Francis calls the destruction of 
nature an “ecological sin”. This is not easy to 
hear, for it makes demands on us. The good 
news is that there is a cure. Laudato Si’ calls 
us to a profound interior conversion where 
our relationship with nature is concerned. 
Today’s Gospel reminds us that there are 
moments when we must speak the truth in 
love for the greater good.                                                    
The Season of Creation presents us with such 
a moment where we can create awareness 
across our communities so that together we 
can discern how to care more deeply for 
God’s creation.

Saints in the Church’s calendar 
The Exaltation of the Holy Cross – Thurs 
14th Sept. This feast commemorates the 
rescue of the True Cross by Emperor   
Heraclius in 629 after it had been        
captured by the Persians; it also marks 
the original dedication of the Church of 
the Holy  Sepulcher, where  relics of the 
Cross were kept, in 335. The Feast       
celebrates the Cross, the instrument of 
our salvation, and is in many ways an 
extension of Good Friday. The Cross is a 
great and powerful sign of God’s love for 
us – a love stronger than death – and a 
daily reality in our lives: the only true 
path to holiness. 

Our Lady of Sorrows– Sat 15th Sept. 
Mary, standing by the Cross, ‘suffered 
intensely with her only begotten Son and 
united herself as his Mother to his sacri-
fice, consenting with love to the offering 
of the victim who was born of her’, whom 
she also offered to the eternal Father. 
This feast originated as a memorial of the 
seven sorrows of Mary, most of which 
were linked to the events of Good Friday.
